Even though Randal has to
go through the same day over and
over again, even small changes he
makes can have a huge impact on
the Mondays to come: with the help
of a simple marker a whole Sci-fi
convention could be rescheduled.

Then there's a Bum who thinks he's
a serious businessman and a part-time oracle. We
have Mel, the Mercury Cola addicted pawnshop
owner and also certain detectives with a Dirty
Harry complex.
