A GM-less game of Philosophy for 3-5 Ants

You are now an ant philosopher, one of the great minds of the Colony. The current Speaker rolls a 
topic from the list, and then the assembled philosophers debate it until they reach consensus or 
decide the question is “trivial” and no longer worthy of debate. The Speaker then passes to the 
next philosopher clockwise. If you roll a topic already discussed you must talk about how the 
previous consensus was fascile and banal before moving to the next topic. The first Speaker is the 
Ant who loves the Queen the most.
