Alias = a false name used to conceal one's identity; an assumed name. 

The word “Cipher” has many meanings but for this game. It can mean all of the above.
1) a secret method of writing
2) a message written in a secret code
3) a mathematical element that when added to another number yields the same number
4) a person of no influence

Codename = a word or name used, sometimes secretly, to refer to another name, word, project, or person. 
Digital comms = an abbreviation for “digital communications” which signify any exchange of data transmitted in digital form.
Obfuscate = to make obscure or to blur with the intent to confuse. In the spy business, agents often obfuscate the true meaning of what they’re saying and doing so that if they’re being monitored, the people surveilling them are thrown off the scent.  
Plaintext = a message that is readable and understandable, uncoded or unencrypted
Stay clean = a phrase that means to remain undetected or unsuspected. In the spy world, it’s highly vital to stay clean so that you’re able to acquire and pass on information and avoid surveillance.
Target= In the spy terms, a word that means the subject of surveillance and definite person of interest.
